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Thank you for purchasing a chute from me.  My hopes are that it will serve you well and add to your pleasure and appreciation of these animals as you work with them.   The chute should aid you in shearing, vetting, and grooming.  Please be aware of the following safety reminders and call if you have any questions:





	1. Be sure that the chute is placed on level ground.


	2. Always tie the animal’s head from a high position and a low position (low tie reduces 				bucking).


	3. Use quick release straps or knots to secure your animal.


	4. Use electrical ties or some sort of strap to secure the upper bars (F) to the two end up-rights (A 		and B). 


	5. Always close the neck stanchion when the animal is in the chute.


	6. Do not use the chute for any other purpose than grooming, vetting, and shearing.  


	7. Do not allow children to play on or around the chute. 


	8. Do not tie animals to the outside of the chute.


	9. Do not use grooming sprays on the animals while in the chute; they can make the base 			slippery.


	10. When cutting fighting teeth or drawing blood, be sure to utilize all of  the tie down loops.


	11. Be sure to use the side loops to attach a belly band if you need one.


	12. Be aware of the neck stanchion handle; it is easy to bump it when it is closed tightly.  


	13. When the side bars (G) are not in place, do not let them lying on the ground.  When not is 			use put them back on the chute or in a secure place.


	14. All unassembled parts should be placed on the ground, not propped up on something, they 			are heavy and could fall over.


	15. When transporting the chute, be sure that all parts are securely strapped down according to 			state and Federal regulations.	


	16. Wear gloves when assembling and disassembling chute,  the metal has been ground and 			painted but sharp edges might be present. 


	17. A minimum of two adults should be present to assemble or disassemble the chute; the two 			end stanchions (A and B) could tip or fall when the top bars (F) are not in place.


	18. If chute is placed on a concrete floor be sure to secure it from “dancing “across the floor if an 			animal is bucking.  Since it is metal, it can slide.


	19. Never use the chute without the stabilizers in.  (the curved stabilizers go in the front with the 			curve forward)


	20. Do not modify or alter the chute in any way.
